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A research seminar in economics will take place at Vilnius University in the autumn semester 2005. The aim of the seminar is to stimulate PhD students and research oriented MA students to produce research papers for submission to scientific journals and book contributions. Participants in the seminar will primarily be PhD and MA students who are rewarded by a research grant for a targeted work with their research papers for a later publication. However, the seminar is also open for other interested researchers. The seminar will be organised by Professor Jorgen Drud Hansen and Assistant Professor Virmantas Kvedaras. 

The seminar mostly deals with policy-oriented issues e.g. sustainability of balance of payment deficits, prospects on migration in the EU after the enlargement, cost and benefits for Lithuania of adoption of the euro, structural changes the Lithuanian trade pattern and determinants of FDI inflow to the new member countries of the EU. 

The seminar will start by the end of September and most meetings will be in November. The first seminar meeting will be at Thursday, September 29 at 7 pm. in the EuroBaltic (former EuroFaculty) seminar room 703.  The plan for the seminar for the rest of the semester will be settled at that meeting.
